This Nonstandard Water Service Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and cntered inlo
on the date set forth below, by and between MAXWELL SUPPLY CORPORATION
(*Corporation"), 8 Texas non-profit, member-owned water supply corpornlion operating under
the authority of Chapter 67 of the Texas Water Code, as amended, and FORTRESS RANCH
INVESTMENTS, LTD. (“Developer™). The Corporation and Developer arc collectively referred
to herein as the “Parties.”

RECITALS
1. The Corporation was created, organized and exisls for the purpose of furnishing
retail water utility facilities and service to arcas within its certificated service area (the “Service
Area”) under Certificate of Convenience and Necessity No. 10293 (the "CCN"),

2. Develaper owns and is now developing approximately two properties, the first
being 31.015 acres of land referred to as the Sunfield North and second being 14.227 actes of
land referred to as the Sunfield Souith (referred to collectively herein as the “Pyoperties”), molc
particularly described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.
Developer intends to subdivide the Properties into 18 cesidential lots (14 in Sunfield North and ¢
in Sunfield South. The Properties arc located within the Corporation's present Service Arca and
the Developer has requested that water service be provided to the Properties by the Corporation.

3. The Corporation owns, operates and maintains water supply wells and a water
supply and delivery system consisting of water storage facilities, waler ransmission and
distiibution facilities and related appurtenances to serve the nceds of its customers (the “Water
Sysiem"), as moye fully described below.

4, The Corprration is the sole purveyor of retail water service in the orea in which
the Properties ave located;

5. Developer has a need for water service to be provided by the Corporation through
the Water Systeny;

6. Developer will provide the Corporation with casements and rights-of-way in ocder
to adequately serve the Properties;




7. Developer's need for retail water service can be phased-in over a period of time
commensuvate with Developer's projected housing build-out schedule within the Properties;

8. Developer has rckeived and reviewed Appendix B of Carporalion’s Tariff, and
Developer understands and acknowledges that Developer must pay Corporation all costs
reasonable and necessary for Corporation to provide velail water service to the Subdivision, and
Developer understands and acknowledges that such costs are Developer's costs and must be paid
to Corporation as set forth in this Agreement;

9. Developer understands that it is the Corporation's policy for developers to pay
one-hundred percent (100%) of the cosl 1o extend the necessary Corporation facilities to provide
relail water service to the Proparties; and,

10.  Subject to the terms ond conditions of the Corporation's Bylaws, Tariff, rulcs and
regulations as now existing or as hercinafier amended, the Parties desire to enter inlo this
Agreement seiting forth the terms and condilions pursuant to which the Corporalion will provide
water service lo the Properties and pursuant to which certain additions to the Water System that
are necessary to extend water services lo the Properties will be construcled and installed.

NOwW, THEREFORE, in consideration of thc mutwal covenanls and ogrecments
hereinafier set forth, the Corporation and Developer hereby agree as follows:

Article 1,
DETFINITIONS

Section 1.01 Definilion of Teons. As used in this Agreement, except as otherwise provided

hercin, the following terms huve the meanings ascribed in this section.

“Agreement” means this wNon-Standard Retail Water Services Agresment Between Maxwell
Water Supply Corporalion and Liberty Tieira Ltd.”

“Corporation” means the Maxwell Water Supply Corporation, a Texes non-profit, member-
owned water supply cotporalion operaling pursuanl to Chapter 67 of the Texas Water Code, as
amended.

“Clorporation’s Service Area” means the Corporation’s water supply service aren, whether or not
it is a cortificated service area, and includes lhe service areas of enlities thot may receive
wholesale water service from Corporation, as such scrvice areas now exist or mmay be changed
heveafier. ;

“Casts of the Watcr System” means all costs of acquiring, conslyucting, developing, permitting,
imptementing, expunding, improving, enlarging, beftering, extending, replacing, rcpoiring,
maintaining and operating the Water System, including, without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, the costs of Properties, interesls in Properties, capitalized interest, land, water, water
rights, easements and rights-of-way, dminages to land and property, leases, facilities, equipment,
machinecy, pumps, pipes, tenks, valves, filtings, mechanical devices, office equipment, assets,
conlract rights, wages ond salaries, employee benefits, chemicals, stores, material, supplies,




power, supervision, engincering, testing, audiling, franchises, charges, assessments, claims,
insurance, engineering, financing, consuliants, adininistrative expenses, auditing expenses, legal
expenses and other similar o dissimilar expenses and costs requived tor the Water System. Costs
of the Water System will include reasonable amounts for an operation and mainlcnance reserve
fund, debt service reserve fund, required coverage of deht service, working capital and
appropriale general and administrative costs.

“Developer” means Forlress Ranch Investments, LTD, the developer of the Properties.

“Emergency” means & sudden unexpected happening; an unforescen occurrence or condition;
exigency; pressing necessity; or a relatively permanent condition of insufficiency of service or of
facilities resulling in social dislress. The term includes Force Majeure and acly of third parlies
which cause the Water System lo be unable to provide the water services agreed to be provided
herein.

“Internnl Facilities” means all waler (ransmission and distribution facilitics, lines, mains, storage
facilities, reservoirs, pump stations, residential, commercial and industrial connections and any
other parts or components that compuise the public water system within the Properties, together
with all extensions, expansions, improvemenis, enlargements, betlerments and replacements
thereof.

“LLUE” means an amount of water services sufficient for one living unil equivalent which is
defined as an annual daily averuge of 350 gallons per day per connection served by one standard
5/8-inclt by %-inch meler.

“Waler System' means all water supply, treatment, wansutission and distribution facilities, fines,
mains, reservoirs, pump stations, residentinl, commercial and industrial connections and any
other parts or compenents (hat comprise the public water systemn of the Corporation, together
with all extensions, expansions, improvements, eniargements, belterments and replacements
thereof, as ndditionally described in Recital No. 3, above.

Article 11,
WATER SERVICE

Section 2.01  Subject to the terms and condilions sel forlh herein, the Corporation shall provide
retail water service for single family residential use within the boundarics of the Properties up o
the mmount of, but not to exceed, the cquivalent of 18 living unit equivalents (“LUES”™) of water
service. Subject lo the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement and the Corporation's
Bylaws, Tariff (including the emergency waler ralioning program provided for in the Appendix
C of the Tariff), rules and regulations, the Corporation shall make such rclail water service
aveiloble to the Propertics in phases according to the following schedule and subject to

Developer's completion of the improvements deseribed in Agticle IV below.

Section 2.02 Notwithstunding the provisions in Paragraphs 2.01 above, the Corporation shall
have no obligation to provide water service to the Properties until: (i) final plats tor the
Propertics have been approved by the applicablc govermental zuthority and recorded in the
appropriate properly records, (ii) all of the water facilities serving the Propertics are completed




for cach respeclive phase of development, become operational and are inspected and tesled, are
approved by the Corporation and any other agency or entity with jurisdiction, and are accepted
by the Corporatian, (iii) all required fees and charges have been paid, and all applicable cxpenses
and costs have been reimbursed, to the Corporation as set fortly in Articles 11, IV, V and VI
hereof o as otherwisc applicable, and (iv) all other applicable requirements for service as set
forth in this Agreement, in the Corparation's Bylaws, Tarif, rules and regulations have been
complied with. Taps and connections to the Project may be made therealler only in compliance
with the Bylaws, Tariff, rules and regulations of the Corporation.

Article T
CHARGES TO DEVELOPER

Seclion 3.01 Developer or individual lot owners shall pay to the Corporation the Corporation's
Fronl-End Capitat Contribution Fee and the Comneclion Fec on a per residential meter equivalent
basis (standard 5/8" x 3/4" meter size) for cach LUE of water sctvice to be provided to Lhe
Properties.

Section 3.02  The amount of the Front-End Capital Contribution Fee shall be as set forth in the
Carporation’s Tariff and is due and payuble on a lot by lot basis at the time or times a tap 1§
purchased for each respective lot. As of the efTeclive date of this Agreement, the amount of the
Front-End Capital Contribution is Three Thousand Dollars Five Hundred Dollars (§3,500.00) per
standurd 5/8" x 3/4" meter size or a total of $63,000.00 (18 x $3,500.00)..

Section 3.03  Developer shall pay Corporation the Corporation’s Watcr Capacity Reservation
Fee (Reservation Fee) in the amount and times set forth in the Tariff on the effective date of this
Agreement. The current Reservation Fee in cffect on the snid effective date of this Agreement is
$600.00 per LUE per year. As described in Appendix B of the Tasiff, the purpose of the
Reservation Fee is to compensate the Corporation for its investment in the water acquisition and
production that will be utilized by the Developer when the Properties are cannccted 1o the
Covporation’s Water System. As of the cffeclive date of this Agreement, the amount of the
Reservation Fee is Six Hundred Dollars ($600.00) per standard residential meter equivalent or a
total of $10,800.00 (18 x $600.00). Notwithstanding the foregoing, Developer’s obligation to
pay Reservation Fees for a given lot shall cease as of the date that Developer provides the
Corporation documentation that he has sold the lot. T'a this end, the Developer may provide the
Corporation from time lo time an inventory of lots that he has soid.

Section 3.04 Developer may apply for a refund of the Reservation Fee only in accordance with
Section IV.F. of Appendix B.

Section 3.05 Developer shall also pay an additional fee for fire flow to the extent the Properties
are located within the extrateritorial jurisdiction or city limits of a municipality.

Yection 3.06 Upon termination of any reserved capacity, the cupacity reserved pursuant {0 this
Agreement shall automatically revert to the Corporation and become available for usnge by
others.

Section 3.07 Developer shall pay the Corporation (he Membership Fee for one membership on




the cffective date of this Agreement.

Section 3.08 Al any time that this Agreement is in effect, the Corporation, subject to applicable
faw, may madify the above rates and charges as appropriatc to recover the costs of the
Corporation’s System in 8 just and reasonable manner.

Article 1V,

CONSTRUCTION, MAINTENANCE AND ADMINISTRATION
OF WATER FACILITIES

Section 4.01 The Developer agrees o pay all costs of construction and installation, including
without limitation, all planning, design, surveying, geolechnical, malerials, labor, inspection,
workers' comnpensation and general liability inswrance, payment, performance and maintenance
bond coverage, capital, and easement acquisition costs, of all water mains, water lines, and
related fittings, equipment and appurtenances necessary to transmit water from the existing
Water System to, and distribute the same internally within, the Propetties, specifically including
by way of example and not in limitation, all storage and pumping facilities as may be determined
necessary by the Corporation (all such fucilities and improvements, and as applicabie the
construction and installation of the same, being referred to hereinafter as the "Project").

Section 4.02 Developer shall pay the Corporalion in advance all "soft costs” eslimated to be
incurred by the Corporalion in connection with the Project, including without limitation (a) the
Corporation's costs for 1cviewing, inspecting, and testing the Project {b) the Corporation’s costs
for reviewing, inspecting ond testing the Project and for the acquisition, validation and retention
of casements related to the Project, and (b) oll administrative and professional costs incurred by
the Corporation related to the Project including outside cosis for engineering and legel
consultants. The soft costs incurred to date are $_2500.00

Section 4.03 The design, construction and installation of the Internal Facilities shall meet those
planning and design standards and specifications established by the Corporation, it’s Bylaws,
Tariff, rules and regulations, the Texas Commission on Environmenta!l Quality ("TCEQ"), the
Public Utility Commission (“PUC") and any municipality, county or other governmental enlity
of relevant jurisdiction. The Corporation shatl furnish construction standards and specifications
showing minimum requiremenls to Developer wilhin thirty (30) days of the date of this
Agreement. The Internal Facilitics shall be constructed in a good and workmanlike manner and
fit for its intended purpose, and all material used in such construction shall be new, not used, and
shall be free from defects. The designs (including phases of construction), plans (including
engineering plans), specifications, and contract documents for the construction and installation of
the laternal Facilities shall be prepared by the Developer at Developer's sole cost and expense
and shall be submitted to and for approval by the Corporation and its consulting engincer and, as
required, to and for approval by any municipality, agency or other governmental entity with
jurisdiction, prior to the starl of construction of any such facilities and improvements. The
Corporation's revicw and approval of such designs, plans, specifications, and contract documents
shall not be unreasonably delayed or withheld.

Section 4.04 Developer may advertise fox bids for the construction of the Internal Facilities in




accordance with generally accepied bidding practices and may award the contract for the
construction of the Internal Facilities to the lowest and most qualificd bidder. The contiactor
sclected to undertake constiuction of the Mternal Facililies shall be experienced in water line
construction snd shall be subject Lo approval by Corporation prior to notification of the award of
the conlract, which approval shall not be unreasonably delayed or withhield. Within ten (10)
days after written notification of the award of and prior initiation of the construction of the
Internal Facilities, Developer shall furnish payment and performance honds fo the Corporation in
accordance with Paragraph 5.03 of this Agreement and a certificate of insurance evidencing that
the insurance required by Section 7.05, below, hias been obtained and is in place

Seclion 4.05 Prior lo commencing construction and iustaliation of the Internal Facilities,
Developer shall provide al least iwo weeks' advance written nolification to the Corporation of
such commencement so that a pre-construction mecting may be scheduled, At least forly-eight
(48) hours advance notice to the Corporation's engineer shall be given before making any tap or
connection into the Water System.

Scction 4.06 Corporalion may require any pari of the Project lo be oversized in anticipation of
the needs of other customers. Notification of such oversizing shall be in writing und, with
respect to any oversizing of any portion of the Internal Facilities, provided ta Developer at the
time of the Corporation’s review of the Bid Form associated with the Internal Facilities, The
Corporation shall be responsible for any additional costs of construction attributable to the
oversizing, as reasonably determined by Corporalion's consulting engineer and Developer's
consulting engineer, Payment for costs incurred by Developer and athibutable (o oversizing
shall occur within thirty (30) days afier such costs are accrued,

Seclion 4.07 Corporation shall have the right to inspect all phases of the conslruction.
Developer agrees that the Corporation’s engineers or other representatives may inspect, test and
approve (he construction of the Internal Facilities, based upon compliance with the approved
designs, plans and specifications therefor, and shall inspect all taps or connections made to the
Water System.

Section 4.08 Developer shull furnish the Corporation with one reproduction and two capies of
the as-built or record drawings of the Internal Facilities promptly upon completion of
construction and installation of such facilities and improvements.

Seclion 4.09 The Developer shall obiain bacteriological samples and shall perform pressure
tests in the presence of the Corporation's manuger or other representative at no cost to the
Corporation, on the Internal Facilities in accordance with TCEQ rules and regulations.
Corporation shall take possession of bacteriological samples and deliver samples (o certified
labotatory for testing. Developer shall provide the resuits of the pressure tests o the Corporation
promptly upon completion of such testing.

Section 4.10 Afier completion of construction of a phase of the Internal Facilities, Developer
wilt provide to Corporation a concuuence letter from Devcloper' engincers certifying that the
conslruction of such Internal Facilities has been completed in nccordance with the designs, plans,
specifications and change orders approved by Corporation, that the facilities have been tested
and approved for use in accordance with the approved contract documents, the Corporation's




Bylaws, Tariff, rules and regulations, and TCEQ rules, and thal such facilities are propetly
located within easements. Developer shall also provide Corporation with a Iwo-yea
maintenance bond in the amount of 35% of the final construction cost of the Intcrnal Facilities,
Upon Corporation’s inspection and acceptance of the applicable portion of the Internal Facilities
and as a condition for Corporalion's acceptance, Developer shall dedicate such Internal Facilitics
(including dedication of all easements necessary o access, opcrale, maintain and repair the
facilities and improvements) to the Corporation, free and clear of any and all construction liens
or other licns related thereto. The document dedicating the Internal Facilities shall be in a form
approved by Corporntion's attorney and shall include 2 representation by Developer that the
fntemal Tacilities have all been construcled in rights-of-way or within legal easements a
minimum of fiftcen (15) feet wide und dedicated to the Cosporation, and Developer shall bind
itself and its sucecssors and assigns to warrant and defend the title to the Intemal Facilities,
including ageinst any claims that such lines have been constructed illegally or not within proper
easements or righis-of-way. The Paitics agree that Corporalion's agreement lo provide retail
water service to the Properties pursuent to the terms and conditions of this Agreement constitutes
satisfactory and complete consideration for the Developer’s dedication of the Tntemal Facilities.

Scction 4.11  Upon the Developer's dedication of Internal Facilities and thc Corporation's
inspection and acceptance of the same, and subjecl to Paragraph 5.03, Corporation shall be solely
responsible for operation, maintenance and sdministration of the accepted Internal Facililies.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, it is expressly nnderstood and agreed by the Parties that the
Corporation shall not accept ownership of, shall have no responsibility for, and shall not operate
or'maintain any facililies constructed on the customer’s side of individual meters located within
the Properties.

Scction 4.12  Prior to completion of construction, Develaper shall supply the required number
of meters and pressure reducing valves to serve all platted lots. Moters and pressure reducing
valves shall be the standard used by the Corporation. Developer will deliver the meters and
pressure reducing valves to the Coiporation where they shall be held in inventory dedicated for
these Propertics. The Corporation agrees to install standard residential waler meters to service
each approved service address within the Properties receiving retail water scrvice from the
Corporation hereunder, in accordance with the Corporation's Bylaws, Tariff, rules and
regulations poverning the same and subject to payment of all applicable security deposits,
membership fees, capital contribution fees, impact fees, installation fees, connection fees, and
olhier charges. To receive water service from the Corporation, individual customers shall make
application for service and meet all terms and conditions of service and membership as provided
for by the Corporation’s Bylaws, Tariff, rules and regulations.

Article V.
PAYMENT OF DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION COSTS

Section 5.01  As provided in Paragraph 4.01, the Developer shall pay 2ll costs of construction
and installotion of the Praject. Within ten (10) days after the Corporation’s notification to the
Developer of the Corporation’s award of 1 contract for construction of the Internal Facilities, the
Developer shall pay the Corporation the full amount of the selected bid. .




Section 5.02 Upon exccution of this Agreement, the Developer shall pay the Corporation for
all soft costs incurrcd to that date by the Corporalion in conneclion with the Project. Developet's
paymeut shall include a Service Investigation Fee for administrative, legal, and engineering costs
(including outside costs for legal and engincering consultants) associated with investigation of
the Corporation's ability to deliver service to the Properties, lo provide cosl estimates in
connection with the Project, to prepare and review plans and specifications for the Project, and to
prepare this Agreement. As Corpoiation incurs additional soft costs, the Corporation shall notify
the Developer in writing of such costs and Developer shall reimburse the Corporation for such
costs within two (2) weeks of receipt of any such notices, Interal Facilities shall be conslructed,
and all related easements, equipment, materiais and supplies shall be acquired, in the name of
Developer, and all construction contracts and other agreements pertaining to the construclion and
installation of the Internal Facililies shall contain provisions to the effect that any contractor,
matevial supplicr or other party thereta shalf look solely to Developer for payment of all sums
coming due thereunder and thet the Corporation shall have no obligation whatsoever to any such

party.

Section 5,03 The Developer shall be required to post payment, performance and muintenance
bonds in forms acceptable to the Corporation. The performance and payment bonds shall be
submitted to and approved by the Corporation prior to the completion of construction and
installation of the Intemal Facilities and shall designate the Coiporation as a beneficiary.
Alternatively, vpon prior approval of the Corporation, the Developer may assign to the
Corporation payment and perfonmance bonds posted by the contractor for the Internal Facilitics.
The paymeni snd performance honds shall be posted in the amount of one hundred ten percent
(110%) of the construction and installation costs of the Internal Facilitics (as set forth in the
applicable construction contract), and shall provide that the Corporation may utilize the bond to
complete or repair (as applicable) the Internal Facilities in the evenl of any default by the
Developer or Developer's contractor, The bonds must be issued by an approved surety company
holding a peinit fiom the State of Texas, indicating it is anthorized and admitted to write surety
bonds in this State. One original copy of the payment, performance and meintenance bonds sball
be provided to the Corporation and one shall be retained by the Developer and Developer's
coniractor, The Developer shall also requirc its contractors to remain responsible for defects in
materials, construction or installation which oceur within two years from the date the applicable
portion of the Intetnal Facilities is accepted by the Corporation (the "Warranty Period”) and
provide a mainlenance bond in the amount of thirty-five percent (35%) of the final construction
cost as a condition of the Corporation accepting that portion of the Internal Facilities. The
contractors shall be responsible to replace, or pay for the replacement by Corporation of, ali
materials and work involving any part of the Internal Facilities which is found by Corporation's
consulting engineer to be reasonably necessary for continued operation of the Internal Facilitics.
Developer shall obtain this warranty from its contractors prior to the initiation of construction.
Upon receipt of written notice from Corporation within the Warranty Period of the discovery of
defects in the Intemal Facilities, the Developer's conlractor shall thereafter have thirty (30) days
to replace or pay for the replacement of the nccessary materials and work. In case of emergency
where delay in such replacement would cause serious risk of loss or dnmage to Corporation or its
customers, Corporation may have the defects corrected and the contractor shall be lisble for all
cxpenses incomred.  After the Warranty Period, operation, maintenance and administration of the
applicable portion of the fnternal Facilities shall be at Corporation's sole cost und responsibility.




Article VL

CHARGES, RATES AND COLLECTION

Section 6.01 The customers within the Properties (the “Customers”) shail be retail customers
of the Corporstion. The Corporation shall have the right to assess these Customers such fees and
charges, including by way of example and not in limitalion, installulion fees, security depogits,
inspection fees, reserved service charges, conneclion fces, itnpact fees, capital contribution fees,
capital recovery fees and/or surcharges, and shali have the tight to assess those Cuslomers such
iates for water services as are or may be validly estublished in the Corporation's Tariff. Fees
and charges for water service provided by the Corporation shall be billed on an individual
cuslomer basis, and the measwe of water service provided shall be detennined in the manner
followed by the Corporation for other water customers of the Corporalion.

Section 6.02 The Corporation reserves the right to levy, assess and collect the following fees,
and all olher rates, fees and charges sel forth in the then cuirent version of its Tariff, fiom any
applicants for waler service for lots located within the Properties. At this time, the current
amount of some of these rates includes the {oilowing:

Section 6.03  Except ns otherwise provided hereunder, the fees set forth in Section 6.02 and
olher similar charges of the Corporation, if any, shall be paid (o the Corporation by a Cuslomer
prior to the time initial service to the Customer's lot is requésted from the Corporation. The
Corporation shall have no obligation to provide water service to any lot until all fees owed to the
Corporation for (hat fot have been paid by lhe owner of the lol or by Developer to the
Corporation, and the owner of the lot has applied for and mel other tenms and conditions for
membership and service in accordance with the Corporation's Bylaws, Tariff, rules and
regulations. Individual Customers shall not be required to pay the Corporation’s Front-End
Capital Contribution Fce provided such fees have been paid by the Developer as provided by
Aaticle 1il of this Agreement.

Arlicle VLI,

ADDITIONAL REGULATORY MATTERS

Section 7.01  Corporation will nat provide waler service lo any new structures proposed to be
buill wilhin the 100-year floodplain, a5 determined by then current FEMA maps. As part of the
submission of engineering plans, Developer shall provide to Cotporation a wetland map
identifying wetland areas for each phase of the Subdivision for which service is sought.
Corporation will not piovide service to any phase of the Subdivision where wetlands may be
impacted by the development unless Developer provides written confirmation to Corporalion
that Developer has complied with the appropriate U.S. Armmy Corps of Engineevs 404 permit
process.

Section 7.02  Corporation will have no obligation with regard to the construction, ownership,
operation or mainlenance of wastewater, drainage, or other non-water service [acilities.
Corporation shall not be responsible for terminating water service for any Customer who lias not
paid for sewer service.

Section 7.03  The parties understand that their rights and obligations under this Agreement are,
or muy be, subject to, without limilation: (i) the faws of the State of Texas; (ii) the laws of the
United States; (jii) the regulations promulgated by the Texas Commission on Environmental
Quality; (iv) the regulations promulgated by the United States Environmental Protection Agency;
(v) the regulations promulgated by the United States Fish & Wildlife Service; (vi) the United
States Army Corps of Engincers; and (vii) the regulations promulgated by any other regulatory
agency(ics) which may now or in the future have jurisdiction over Corporation. Developer is
responsible for obtaining all permil(s) and approval(s), if any, required by the United States Fish
& Wildlife Service, the United States Army Corps of Enginects and/or any other regulatory
agency(ies), for construction of the Project pursuant (o this Agrecment.

Section 7.04 Developer shall ensure that all workers involved with the installation and
construction of the Internal Facilities are covered by workers’ compensation insurance as
required by the laws of the State of 'Texas. Developer shall also procure and maintain, at its own
cost, comprehensive genera! liability insurance insuring against the risks of bodily injury,
property damage, and personal injury liability occurring from, or arising out of, construction of




the Internal Facilities, with such insurance in the amount of a combined single limit of liability of
at least $500,000 and a generul aggregnte limil of at least $1,000,000. Such insurance coverage
shall be maintained in force at least until the inspection and acceptance of the Internal Facilities
by Corporation,

Article VI

COVENANTS, REPRESENTATIONS, AND CONDITIONS

Section 8.01 1f any approvals or aulhorizations from any governmental bodies are required for
the Project or for the Corporation to provide retail water service to the Properties, the
Corporation and Developer agree to cooperate fully in eny requests lo such bodies for additional
authorizations or approvals necessary lo provide waler service to (he Properties,  Such
authorizations and approvals shall be obteined at no cost to the Corporation. Developer shall pay
the Curporation in advance for any reasonable expenses expecled to be incurred by the
Corporalion in connection with seeking und obtaining such approvals and authorizations. Upon
complelion of the efforts lo obtsin such approvals and avthorizations, the Corporation and
Developer shall settle such expenscs between them. The Corporation shall not be responsible for
any default or failure under this Agreement caused by the failure of either Party lo oblain any
such approvals or authorizations in a timely manner.

Section 8.02 Developer covenants to provide to the Corporation one reproducible and three
copies of the approved plals of the Properties prior to recordation thereof.

Seclion 8.03 The Corporation is not responsible for providing fire flow to the Properties. Fire
hydrants installed within the Water System are provided at the convenience of the Corporation
and do not connote any responsibility on behalf of the Corporation to meel fire flow
requiremnents of local, county, state or federal agencies.

Section 8.04 Developer agrees to protect, indemuify, defend and hold the Corporation and its
directors, officers, employecs, agents and representatives frec and harmless from and against any
and all claims, demands, debts, suits, causes of action, losses, damages, judpments, fines,
penaltics, liabilities, and costs, including reasonable attorney fees and defense costs, of every
kind and character occurring or in any way incident to, in connection with, or ansing out of, the
Project, including without limitation, such claims or demands associated with Developer's breach
of this Agreement, delays concerning the completion of construction of the Project, or water
pressure or adequacy of service arising out of the length of service lines of the Internal Facilities,
and excepting only those damages, liabilities, or costs to the extent the same are atiributable to
the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Corporation. Developer Further agrees, to the
fullest extent permitted by law, to indemnify and hald harmless Corporalion, its officers,
directors, employees, agents and represenlatives from and against any and ali claimns, demands,
debls, suits, causes of action, losses, domages, judginents, fines, penallies, liabilities, and cosls,
including reasonable atlomey fees and defense costs of every leind and character occurring or in
any way incident to, in connection with, or arising out of, Developer's noncompliance with
applicable laws, ordinances and regulstions snd/or failure to obtoin required permit(s) and
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approval(s) regarding this Agreement, excepting only those damages, liabilities, or costs to the
extent the same are attributable to the gross negligence or willful misconduct of Corporalion.
This indemnity shall survive the lennination of this Agreement and shall be binding upon and
inure to the benefit of the Parlies and their respective successars, representatives and assigns.

Section 8.05  For each lot within the Properties, the Developer shall record deed restrictions
which pravide that private water wells are prohibited.

Seclion 8.06 Developer shall require ull residential, commercial, institutional, and/or other
entitics located within the Properties that will be provided potable waler by the Corporalion to
permanently use water conservation oriented fixtures and devices and to encourage the sclection
of grasses and [andscaping vegetation on lots which are drought tolerant and which minimize the
need for landscape irrigation to comply with the Corporation’s requirements.

Seclion 8.07 Exccpt for the initial subdivision of the Properties into eighteen lots, ncither
Developer nor any purchaser of land within the Properties may subdivide or re-subdivide the
Propertics without the prior writlen approval of the Corporation. Any such subdivision or re-
subdivision shall be subject to a determination by the Corparation that additional waler capacity
is available lo provide water service to the proposed subdivision or re-subdivision and subject to
the all the terms and conditions of the Corporation’s Tariff, including by way of exnmple and not
in limitation, the payment of water reservation fees.

Seclion 8.08 The Developer acknowledges, represents and agrees that:

1. It is a Texas comporation qualified in all respects to conduct business within the State of
Texas;

2, It has not ereated or permitted any third person to creale any liens, leases, options, claims,
encumbraices or any other adverse rights, claims or interesls with respect ta the Inlernal
Facilities that will prevent or hinder its ability to transfer good and warrantable title in
same to the Corporation;

3. Tt will be the true and lawful owner of the Intemnal Facilities to be conveyed hercunder
and, no other third person or entity, public or private, will possess a right or interest, legal
or equilable, nor any lien, encumbrance or otlier adverse claim, present or contingent, in
or to the Internal Facilities;

4. The Developer has not previously sold, assigned, transfened, leased, pledged or
hypothecated its ownership interest in or to the Intemal Facilities and, it will nat sell,
assigh, trensfer, lease, pledge, or otherwise hypothecate any interest in or to the Inlernal
Facilities to any third person or entity;

5. It has not entered into any agrcement, written or oral, with any third party, wherein any
such third party has agreed lo reimburse it for the cost of design or construction of the
Intemal Facilities or any portion thereof, or wherein any third party has acquired a right
lo purchase such facilities;

0. The contemplated transfer of the Internal Facilities to the Corparation will not violate eny
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lerin, condition or covenant of auy agreement to which il 1s a party;

7. Exccution of this Agreement and the conswmination of the Iransactions contemplated
hereunder will not constitute an event of default under any contract, covenant or
agreement binding upon it;

8. The contemplated transfer of the Internal Facilitics to the Cospotalion will not violatc the
provisions of the United States Constitution, the Texas Constitution, or any federnl, state
or local law, ordinance or regulation;

9. It has not previously granted any right or option o any other persou, enlity or polilical
subdivision to acquire or usc the Internal Facilities and agrecs to defend and hold the
Corporalion harmless from all claims or causes of action asserted by any third person,
entity or political subdivision alleging a right or option to acquire or use the Internal
Facilitics or any portion thereof; and

10. Except as provided herein, it has not previously entered into any agreement or caused or
otherwise authorized any action that would diminish, eliminate or adversely affect the
Corporation's contemplated ownership or use of the Internal Facilities or the value of
same,

Article IX,

TERM AND CANCELLATION

Section 9.01 This Agreement will be effective from the date from the date of due execution by
the authorized representatives of the Corporation and the Developer and will conlinue in effect
for & period of fifteen (15) years unless earlier terminated in accordance with the provisions
hercof. This Agreement may be extended from time lo time by mutual agreement of the parties
in writing.

Section 9.02 Developer shall commence substantial construction of the Project within twenty-
six (26) wecks of the exccution of this Agreement and shell complete the construclion and
installation of the On-Site Facilities and deliver all appropriate concurrence letters as
contemiplated in Paragraph 4.11 within fifty-two (52) wecks. Failure to do so shall result in
termnination of the Agreement.

Section 9.03 In the event the Corporation’s service obligation lerminates pursuant to this
Arlicle IX, Developer shall have the responsibility for any liability, costs, demages incurred by
the Corporation and shall have the obligation to reimburse the Corporation for any costs or
expenses. Corporation shall have no obligation to reimburse the Developer for any costs or
expenses and shall have no responsibility for any liability, costs or damages incurred by the
Developer. Further, in the event of termination of this Agreement, the Developer shall not be
authorized to proceed with construction end installation of the Project and shall enter into a new
agreement with the Corporation setting forth the terms and conditions putsuant to which the
Corporation will provide service to the Properties thereafter.

Section £0.01 All notices, demands, requests, and other communications between the Parties
required or permitted hercunder shall be in writing, except where otherwise expressly provided
herein, and shall be deemed ta be delivered when actually received; provided thal if the
communication is sent by depositing it in a regularly maintained receptacie for the United States
muil, registered or cerlified, postage prepaid, addressed to the approprinte addressee as follows,
or lo such other location ot address for a parly for which nolice has been given by such party in
the same manner, the same shall be decmed to have been received on the second mail delivery
day following the day on which the communication is so postmarked.

Scclion 11.01 In the cvent the Developer defaulis in the payment of any amounts due the
Corporation under this Agreement ov in the performance of any material obligation to be
performed by the Developer under this Agrcement, the Corporation will have the right to
teinporarily limil waler services to the Customers under this Agreement until such default is
cured by the Developer. Before exercising (his right, the Corporation will give the Developet
nincty (90) days wiitten notice of the default and of the opportunily to cure the same. In the
event the default remains uncured, after the Corporation gives the Developer the aforesaid
written notice of default, for a period of (i) fifteen (15) days in the event of u monetary default or
(ii) thirly (30) days in the event of & non-monetary default, then the Corporation will have the
right to permanently restrict water services to the Customers under this Agreement to a level
commmensurate with the financial or operational impact on the Corporation resulting from such
default and/or stop making new retail conneclions to Customers. Before permanently vestricting
water services to the Customers, the Corporation will give the Developer thirly (30) days' notice
of its intent to do so and the opporlunily to cure the default, failing which the permanent
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restiictions will take effect. Finally, in the event the default remains uncured, the Corporation
may terminate ils obligation Lo provide water service to all arcas within the Properties other than
Customers receiving water service at that time.

Section 11,02 Tt is not imtended hereby to specify (and this Agreement will not be considered as
specifying) an exclusive remedy for any default, but alt such other remedies existing at Jaw or in
cquity may be availed of by any party hereto and will be cumulative of the remedics provided
herein. Recognizing however, that the failure in the perfoimance of the Corporation’s obligations
hereunder could not be adequately compensated in money damages alone, the Corporation
agrees, in the event of any default on its patl, that the Developer will have available to il the
cquitable remedies of mandamus and specific performance in addition to any other legal or
equitable remedies (other then termination of this Agreement) which may also be available,
Recognizing that failure in the performance of the Developet's obligations hereunder could not

Section 13.07 Each of the Parties hereto agrees to teke all such further actions as may be
reasonably required from time fo time, in order to fulfill their respective obligations end
agreements hereunder and to ensure the binding cffect of this Agreement.

This Supplemental Engineering Summary Report (SESR) is submitted in support of the
Preliminary Plal application for the Sunfield South Subdivision. This SESR is submitted
as a supplemental rcport to the original submitied documents for the Sunfield South
Subdivision (Engineer's report, Drainage Arca Map, elc.).

PROJECT SUMMARY

The property is a 14+ acre tract and is undeveloped. The proposed subdivision consists of
four (4) lots and 14.02 acres. The site is located at the southwest comer intersection of
State Highway 142 and Martindale Lake Road near the town of Maxwell in Caldwell
County. The Subdivision maostly slopes towards the southwest, as can be secn on the
Preliminary Engineering Plan (PEP).

All four (4) proposed lots will have access to existing roadways. Wastewater service is to
be provided by individual on-site septic systems. Water supply is to be provided by
Maxwell Water Supply Corporation; as can be seen on the preliminary engineering plan.

No portion of the subdivision is located within a mapped FEMA Floodplain according to
the FEMA Map Panel No. 48055C0100E, effective June 19, 2012.

SUBDIVISION IMPROVEMENTS

There arc no streets proposed with this subdivision plat. Drainage considerations have
been addressed as per previously submitled Sunfield Subdivision Phases 1 &2-Engincer's
Report dated November 10, 2015, and Master Drainage Plan Drainage Area Map &
Calculations dated November 10, 2015 by C.E.E., Inc. Consulting Engincers. Based on
review of these previously submitted drainage documents, we are mostly in agreement
with the drainage areas and calculalions. On February 8, 2017, we conducted a site visit



to evaluate the cxisling drainage patterns within the proposed tots and along the
roadways. Based on this site visit, there are no roadside ditches nor the need for culverts
for the proposed subdivision. Therefore, it is not anticipated that driveway culverts will
be needed. No other drainage improvements are proposed.

It Is the professional opinion of Southwest Engincers that the proposed development
{without storm water delention) will not cause any additional adverse flooding impacts
for the 25- or 100 Year stonmn events to adjacent or downstream properties. It is hereby
requested that & waiver be granted from the requirement for storm water detention. Please
refer to the Detention Waiver Request attached with this report.

Water will be provided to the new lots 17 and 18 from an cxisting 12" waterline along
State Highway 142, Lots 19 and 20 will receive waler service from a constructed 4"
water line along Martindale Loke Road, per Water Improvement Plan provided by
Gallegos Enginecring Inc.. A water supply plan (Preliminary Engineering Plan) is
altached showing the proposed services for each lat.

This facility planning repor is for the purpose of subdividing 14.002 acres into four lots; there is one 2 acre
Iol, one 3 acre lot, one 4 acre lot, and one 5.002 acre lot.

This report is 1o demonstrate that all four lots will satisfy the requirements of TAC30 Chapter 285 {On-Site
Sewage Facilitles, OS5F) for the purpose of land subdivision. Because of the terrain, and type 1V soil, a
type of OSSF that will be of primary use will be an aerobic treatment unit utilizing spray imigation for disposal
or Low Pressure Dosage Systems. An example design will follow.

SITE PLAN

Please find attached a preliminary survay showing the overall site plan. Private water meters will be the
primary source of water, and the owners shouid be required to provide a statement from the water purveyor
that water meters are available.

If a maintenance company disconlinues business, the property awner shail, wilhin 30 days of the
termination date, contract with another approved mainlenance company and provide the permitting
authority with a copy of the newly signed maintenance contract.

Prior to issuance of a permit, a certified copy of an affidavit, which has been duly recarded at the Caldwell
County Clerk's office and filed in reference to the real property deed on which the surface application
system is to be insfalled, musl be submitted. Such an affidavit shalt state that the property shall not be
transferrad to a new owner without:

1. the new owner being advised that the property contains a surface application system for
wastewater disposal,
2, the permit issued to the previous owner of the property being transferred to the new owner

in accordance with Sect. 285.20(5) of the TCEQ OSSF Rules, i.e.; tha permit will be issued
in the name of the owner of the OSSF. Permits shall be transferred to the new owner
automatically upon legal sale of the OSSF. The transfer of an OSSF permit under this
section shall occur upon actual transfer of the property on which the OSSF is located
unless the ownership of the OSSF has been severed from the property; the naw owner
submitting a valid signed malntenance contract lo the pemmitting authority.

TESTING AND REPORTING

The maintenance company shall inspect each permitted surface irrigation system as directed by the testing
and reporting schedule shown in Sect 285.91 (4) of the TCEQ OSSF Rules, or as may be required by
Caldwell County.

The developer of the above referenced property wishes to subdivide this property into
multiple lots for single family units. The 19.88 acre tract will be divided into 18 lots, to
be developed in three sections, Section 1 consist of lots 1, 2 and 18, Section 2 consist of
lots 3, 4, 5, 14, 15 and 16 and their respective R.O.W. and Finally section 3 will consist
of lots 6, 7, 8,9, 10 11, 12 and the remaining of their respective R.O.W. Each unit will
be individually sold and utilized as a single family residence.

There are no variances associated with this development. The proposed construction
with this subdivision includes a 20 feet paved road with a hammerhead turnaround,
connection to Polonia Water Supply Corporation , 18 single-family residences OSSF, and
driveways.

The following list contains additional background information regarding the property.

1. The majority of this 19.98 acre subdivision lies within the Lytton Springs
Watershed. A small portion, near the east comer of the site, lies within thel00
year flood plain of Lytton Springs.. This development complies with Caldwell
County Development Ordinance. Due to the fact that construction is proposed for
this subdivision, Erosion/Sedimentation Control and Native vegetation control
Plan is proposed, Grading and Drainage as well as water utility plans and OSSF
will be prepared as part of the construction Documents.

Site Drainage

The existing slopes on the site average 2.5 % to 6%, with the steepest measured slope
near the Lytton springs creek area.

The majority of the existing site drainage sheet flows across the site in a southerly
direction towards Litton creek, situated at the east comer of the site at the County Line
Road frontage (On Site Drainage Areas 1). See attached plans, There is a off site area to
the west of the property that flows overland into the existing 20 acre site. There are three
additional on site areas that are depicted in the Existing Drainage Conditions plan with
their respective drainage calculations.

The proposed drainage will flow in the same pattern with half of the runoff from lots 1
through 9 and the north 10 feet from the road  directed to the North bar ditch along the
proposed road and then directed into a level spreader , inside a proposed 15 feet
Drainage Easement., the runoff from lots 10 through 18 will be draining sheet flow to the
south unrestrained. A propose bar ditch will convey the flows from the south 10 feet into
the D.E. mentioned above.

Utilities

The subdivision will be serviced by Polonia Water Supply Corporation for water service.
There is a 4" cast iron water line along the fronting roadway, County Line Road which
this subdivision will tap into with a proposed 6" line within Marisas Cove ROW to

provide water service to Lots 3 through 17. The remaining lots (1, 2 and 18) will tap
directly off the existing4™ line along County Line Road.

All lots within this subdivision will have Electric Services Overhead Provided from Blue

An OSSF should not be treated as if it were normal city sewer system.

The use of in-sink garbage grinders and grease discarding should be avoided. In-sink
garbage can cause a rapid buildup of sludge or scum resulting in a requirement for
more frequent cleaning and possible system failure. In general, non-soluble solids
(no matter how small you grind them) will build up in the system and require
removal. Keeping them from going down the drain you will reduce the need
pumping.

Chemicals, solvents or paint should never be introduced to the system. In general,
anything that could harm, dissolve or clog the plastic piping, pump, wiring or smal!

Since it is not practical for the average homeowner to inspect the tank and determine
the need for cleaning, a regular schedule of cleaning the tank at two-to-three year
intervals should be established. Commercial cleaners are equipped to readily perform
the cleaning operation. Owners of septic tank shali engage only persons registered
with the TNRCC to transport the septic cleanings. It is important that if a filter was
installed in your system it be checked and cleaned regularly.

Do not build driveways, storage buildings, or other structures over the treatment
works or its disposal field,

Chemical additives or the so-called enzymes are not necessary for the operation of a
septic tank. Some of these additives may even be harmful to the tank’s operation,
Soaps, detergents, bleach drain cleaners, and other household cleaning materials will
very seldom affect the operation of the system. However, moderation should be
exercised in the use of such materials.

{t is not advisable to allow water softener back flush to enter into any portions of the
OSSF. The system is not designed to handle the extra load, and the brine will rapidiy
corrode your pump.

The liquid from the OSSF is still heavily laden with the bacteria. The surfing of this
liquid constitutes a hazard to the health of those that might come into contact the
installer. The alarm may be silenced, but the system is only designed to handle a
days flow before surfacing and backing up may occur. Even an intermitient alarm is
an indication of an impending problem.

If necessary to install irrigation to maintain vegetative growth, no piping should be
within 10 feet of drainfield and zoned separate from the rest of the irrigation system.
The significance is to not over saturate the field. If the field is saturated by over
watering, it may result in surfacing and failure.

Planting in the field area shou!d be avoided. Root intrusion, excessive shade, or
damming of disposal field may result in failure or reduced field capacity. The field
will operate most effectively if it has solid grass cover, minimal shade and
unrestricted air flow.

Water conservation measures/practices.

Note: it is important to realize that your system was installed for average daily use
according to the size and number of bedrooms in your home. It is expected that the
number of inhabitant not be more than the number of bedrooms plus one. Frequent field
switching and water conservation measures may be crucial to avoid failure due to
overloading the system,

Showers usually use less water than baths. Install water saving shower head that uses
less than two and ¥ gallons per minute and saves both water and energy.

If you take a tub bath, reduce level of water in the tub from the level to which you
custamarily fill it.

Leaky faucets and faulty toilet fill-up mechanisms should be repaired as quickly
possible.

Check toilets for leaks that may not be apparent. Add a few drops of food caloring to
the tank. Do not flush. If the color appears in the bowl within a few minutes, the
toilet fill or back-cock valve needs to be adjusted to prevent water from overflowing
the stand pipe or the flapper at the bottom of the toilet tank needs to be replaced.
Reduce the amount of water used for flushing the toilet by installing one of the
following: a new toilet (1.6 gallon); a toilet tank dam; or filling and capping one-
quart plastic bottles with water (usually one is all that will fit in smaller toilet tanks)
and lowering them into the tank of the existing 3.5 gallon or larger toifet. Do not use
bricks since they may crumble and cause damage to the fixture.

Try to run the dishwasher with a full load, whenever possible,

Avoid running the water continuously for brushing teeth, washing hands, rinsing
kitchen utensils or for cleaning vegetables.

Use faucet aerators that restrict flow to no more than 2.2 gallons per minute to
reduce water consumption,

Keep a container of drinking water in the refrigerator instead of running the faucet
until the water turns cool.

insulate all hot water pipes and/or install a system that circulates the hot water to
avoid long delays of wasted water while waiting for the heated water. If filling a tub
run only the hot water into a stopped till the water in the tub gets warm. Rather than
running water down the drain waiting for hot water only to mix it with cold water
once it arrives.

The site is analyzed using HEC-HMS version 4.1. The sile was divided into two drainage

basins, with DA-1 including most of lot 1, all of lat 2, approximately half of lot 3, a portion of ot 7
and the remaining off site area. DA-2 includes the remainder of lots 3 and 7, and the all of lot 4-
6.8 and 9. See allached drainage area map. Both areas drain to the north in existing channels.

Lag Time

Lag time was calculated using the City of Austin Drainage Criteria Manual. Due to the size of
the drainage areas it is assumed that the relatively smali amount of development proposed will
not significantly change the Times of Concentration and therefore the Lag Times, o the same
Lag Time is assumed under existing and proposed condilions.

Curve Number

Slopes average from 2-7%, with Grassland Cover in “fair" condition over Type D soils. The SCS

Site Description and Evaluation: The site of the Acadia subdivision is on the northwest side of
State Highway 20 at its intersection with Taylorsville road. This is approximately 1.2 miles
portheast of the junction of State Highways 20 and FM 1854. This tract is 29 acres out of the N.
Kelly Survey. This is a proposed subdivision of this tract into 9 lots of 1.00 to 6.00 acres in size.

INTRODUCTION: The Murphy Ranch Subdivision is a proposed 51.94 acre single
family development of 41 single family lots, This report is part of the preliminary plat
application for the proposed development. The project is located in Caldwell County,
within the community of Dale, Texas. The project's road infrastructure will be
maintained by Caldwell County and built according to Caldwell County standards with
60-foot local street ROW'’s, A detail of the road cross section is included in the plans
accompanying this report. Water service will be provided by Aqua Water Supply
Corporation and electricity provided by Bluebonnet Electric Cooperative. Sewer service
will be by On-Site Sewage Facility (OSSF). There will be one roadway entrance
(Murphy Ranch Road) to the project abutting Taylorsville Road. For the purposes of
meeting the Caldwell County requirement for the maximum number of lots on a single
street entry and for length of a cul-de-sac, Murphy Ranch Road is to be divided via a
10-foot median from Taylorsville Road to the intersection with the proposed Vincent

DRAINAGE REPORT: The subject site consists of topography in which a valley cuts
through the center of the site, The majority of the site drains to this valley and offsite to
the northeast edge of the tract. A smaller portion of the tract drains southwest towards
Taylorsville Road.

Under proposed conditions the general drainage of the tract is to be preserved, however
a detention pond designed to delain the 2, 5, 10, 25, and 100 year storms is proposed
to be installed at the northeast end of the tract, draining to the fow point of the existing
valley, where a wet weather waterway begins.
